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Level 1: Ages 9-11 

Teaching children about the value of money has short-term and long-term applications to it. In the short term, children can start developing savings habits, learn how to shop smartly and begin to understand the general idea of investing. Long term advantages include helping your children avoid debt and planning for a healthy financial future.

Level 2: Ages 12-14

Even very young children can begin to understand the concept of earning money. We explain to your children that money is earned by working, and that they can only spend what they earn. We help them understand what it's like to get paid on a schedule. We also help them set goals for how they spend and save their allowance/money.

Level 3: Ages 15-17

We start explaining taxes and other with-holding that appear on their paychecks. Also, encouraging them to open up an account, placing whatever money they can into a bank of your choice. By teaching financial dos and don’ts at this age, researchers say we can reverse the trend of over-extended college students and personal bankruptcies later in life.


	
The University of Florida researchers recommend that parents introduce pre-teens between the ages of 9 and 12 to spending plans,

In 2002 teens spent over 170 billion dollars - an increase of almost 40% in five years. Nearly 50% of today’s college students have four or more credit cards.

Only 43% of parents have discussed the importance of needs versus wants, compared to 64% who did so 

last year; and a surprising 42% of parents have not taken any steps whatsoever to discuss financial basics. 

79% of parents see themselves as positive money role models for their kids, yet only a small percentage are 

taking advantage of day-to-day learning opportunities to arm their teens with practical money skills. 

49% of teens are eager to learn more about money management, but only 14% have taken a class on the 

topic
